 This booklet is perfect for a young preschooler. When trying to teach my 

young children about the importance of brushing their teeth I use this booklet. 

Depending on your child, you can cut the words out for them or have the child cut 

the words out. I always cut mine out so that the words survived   . I cut along 

the dotted lines and then put the book in the order going from left to right, 

top to bottom. I staple the pages together with one single staple in the top 

left-hand corner. I read the title to them and then with each page I ask the 

child, “What do you see in the picture?” I then read the word options to 

them, “Water, toothbrush, toothpaste, tooth?” Have the child glue the word 

at the bottom of the picture. Reread your book to them. Happy learning!
