On Monday, look over the spelling list and have the student write the
words 3 times each. Tuesday’s task is to use the dictionary to define 5 of
the words, which you will highlight on the list. Wednesday is all about
writing sentences using the spelling words. Thursday’s focus is to write
the words in alphabetical order. Friday is spelling test day. You can test
traditionally, not at all, review more, or test using a word scrambler
method... use these letters (h-e-t) to spell the word, “the.” Happy
learning!
